2.  配得上所蒙的呼召

3.  配得上主內的肢體關係 
所以你在祭壇上獻供物的時候，如果在那裡想起你的弟兄對你不滿，就當在壇前放下供物，先去與弟兄和好，然後才來獻你的供物。太5:23-24

We would not come under judgment if we carefully examine ouirselves.
◆  Reasons for self examination
Everyone ought to examine themselves before they eat of the bread and drink from the cup. For those who eat and drink without discerning the body of Christ eat and drink judgment on themselves.  But if we were more discerning with regard to ourselves, we would not come under such judgment.   1Cor.11:28-29, 31

Now this is what the Lord Almighty says: “Give careful thought to your ways. You have planted much, but harvested little. You eat, but never have enough. You drink, but never have your fill. You put on clothes, but are not warm. You earn wages, only to put them in a purse with holes in it.”   Haggai 1:5-6

See to it that no one falls short of the grace of God and that no bitter root grows up to cause trouble and defile many.  See that no one is sexually immoral, or is godless like Esau, who for a single meal sold his inheritance rights as the oldest son. Heb.12:15-16 
◆  Focus of self examination 
So then, whoever eats the bread or drinks the cup of the Lord in an unworthy manner will be guilty of sinning against the body and blood of the Lord.    1Cor.11:27
1.  Worthy of God’s Sa;lvation 
How shall we escape if we ignore so great a salvation?   Heb.2:3
2.  Worthy of His Calling  
As a prisoner for the Lord, then, I urge you to live a life worthy of the calling you have received. Instead, speaking the truth in love, we will grow to become in every respect the mature body of him who is the head, that is, Christ.   Eph.4:1, 15
3.  Worthy of our membership in Christ
Therefore, if you are offering your gift at the altar and there remember that your brother or sister has something against you,  leave your gift there in front of the altar. First go and be reconciled to them; then come and offer your gift. Mt. 5:23-24
Bear with each other and forgive one another if any of you has a grievance against someone. Forgive as the Lord forgave you.    Col.3:13
4.  Worthy of his Comission
For when I preach the gospel, I cannot boast, since I am compelled to preach. Woe to me if I do not preach the gospel!  If I preach voluntarily, I have a reward; if not voluntarily, I am simply discharging the trust committed to me.    1Cor. 9:16-17
